Please understand that items not on our
dress code are not necessarily immoral or
immodest. They may simply not be appro-
priate for the classroom environment. For
ease of enforcement, consistency and ap-
propriateness, we have eliminated some
things that in other contexts may be ac-
ceptable.

At no time will any apparel with tobacco,
alcohol or drug messages be acceptable.

Please remember that we cannot list every
item of clothing or style that you cannot
wear. Please wear only what is on the list.

At all times, the faculty and
administration reserve the right to
determine what is or is not within the
dress code guidelines.

Violations

If Dress Code is violated, the student will
be alerted and parents will be informed.

Parents may need to bring a change of
clothing.

Repeated violations might require a con-
ference with the student's parents.
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Pants

e No tight fitting pants

e Camouflage is acceptable

e Cargo pants are acceptable
e No sweatpants

e No holes

e Blue jean denim as well as athletic
pants (no sweatpants) are allowed only
on Fridays and Dress Down Days

Shorts

e Must have at least a 7" inseam and
may not be tight fitting

¢ No holes

e May be worn any day prior to Thanks-
giving Break or after Spring Break

e May also be worn on any Dress Down
Day

e Athletic shorts are only for PE and
must be no higher than 3 inches above
knee.

Sweatshirts, Hoodies &
Sweaters

e Zip and pullover hoodies are acceptable

e Shirt underneath needs to be within
dress code guidelines to allow student to
remove Hoodie if needed

e Sweaters are acceptable

e Crew neck sweatshirts are acceptable

Shirts

e Polos are acceptable

¢ Nicer knit shirts are also acceptable and
do not need to have a collar. These are
not t-shirts. Small logo brand on chest is
fine, but no large screen prints. Reserve
large screen prints for Friday.

¢ (Reminder - T-shirts may be worn on
dress down days.)

e Must have sleeves

e Boys' shirts must be tucked in when wear-
ing pants with belt loops

¢ Must be long enough to stay tucked in
when you raise your hands or sit down

e HCS sports team jerseys and warm-ups
are allowed on game/meet days

e HCS shirts are acceptable any day

Accessories
BELTS

e Must be worn with any garment with
belt loops unless student is wearing a
hoodie/sweatshirt

e Elastic top pants are acceptable/no
belt is required with these pants

Dress Down Days

Fridays will be dress down days when
more casual attire (blue jeans, t-shirts,
shorts) is acceptable. Slogans or pictures
on any article of clothing for dress-down
days must be in keeping with the high
moral standards of HCS. Brand name
logos are allowed.
